See Fig. 1. On the interior side of the window take a utility knife and remove the welded material in each accessory
groove corner so that when applying the flush frame groove filler it has room to snap in and lay down flat.

See Fig. 2. Check to make sure your parts are cut to the correct length. The horizontals should run through. Cut

the groove out to allow clearance for the frame groove filler to lay down flat. This is done to both the head and sill
frame filler parts.
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Peel the tape off the flush frame groove filler and starting at the head in either the left or right corner tap the frame
filler into the accessory groove along the entire length using a soft rubber hammer. Once the head filler is installed
do the same process to the sill. Once the head and sill fillers are installed check the length of the verticals and tap
them in using the same process.

See Fig. 3. If you have a mulled assembly the flush frame groove fillers will be installed full length across the mulled
joint.
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
